Book Project List of Choices

· After reading a book of history or historical fiction, make an illustrated timeline showing events of the story and draw a map showing the location(s) where the story took place.  Provide a minimum of 10 items in your timeline and write a 10 sentence summary of this time in history.

· Retell a part of the story from the point of view of a different character.  How would the story be different?  How would this telling change the final outcome of the book?  Provide a 4-5 sentence summary of what actually happened in the story.  Your response must be a minimum of 15-20 sentences in addition to that short summary.

· Design a coat of arms to represent the main character of the story.  Decorate the coat of arms with symbols that represent the character’s personality.  On the back, write a paragraph or two (a minimum of 15 sentences) that gives reasons for including each item.

· Nominate one of the characters for an office in local, state or national government. Which office should they run for? What are the qualities that would make them be good for that office? Be sure to be specific about their qualifications and what positive contributions they would make in the office.  Your response must be a minimum of 15-20 sentences.

· Create a mini-comic book (a minimum of 6 frames with page number references) relating a chapter of the book.  You must also write at least 10 sentences which set the scene for your comic book and make sure that your dialogue and illustrations are clear to someone who has never read the book. Choose a scene from the book which might be used to persuade someone to want to read the book.

· Write a sequel to the story (only if there is not a sequel already written).  Use the information you learned about the characters as you read the book.  Your sequel should be a minimum of 15 sentences in which you give a synopsis of the plot of the new story.  You must also include a brief summary of the story that you read so that your sequel is understandable.

· Stories are made up of conflicts and solutions. Choose three conflicts that take place in the story and give the solutions. Is there one that you wish had been handled differently? How would you have wanted it to be handled?  Your response must be a minimum of 15-20 sentences.

· Create a photo album or mini scrapbook for one or more of the characters in your book.  You must find pictures or photos for different parts of the story, characters, etc, and write a caption for each. You can cut 'frames' out of gift wrap paper or construction paper. You may also 'act' the book and ask a parent to take pictures for your album.  There must be a minimum of 6 pages with at least one caption on each page.  You must also write at least 10 sentences which set the scene for your scrapbook.
· Create a paper “Facebook” page for a character in your book.  You must have 2 friends from the novel you are reading, 2 friends from another story, 1 famous friend and one of your friends.  Don’t forget to explain why the people would be friends with the character.  There also should be at least 5 “wall posts” which show relevant information for your novel.
· Write a diary that one of the story's main characters might have kept before, during, or after the book's events. Remember that the character's thoughts and feelings are very important in a diary.  This diary entry must be at least one full side of a sheet of paper (15-20 sentences) and must be written in the voice of the character.

· Write a letter from one character in the book to another character in the book.  This letter should address one of the following issues: a conflict between the characters, one character’s feelings toward the other, advice on how a situation could have been better handled, etc. This letter must be at least one full side of a sheet of paper (15-20 sentences) and must be written in the voice of the character.

· Interview a character from your book.  Write at least 10 questions which will give your character the opportunity to express his or her thoughts or feelings about his or her role in the story.  You must write both your questions and the character’s response to those questions.  All questions must be questions that only can be answered by characters in the story and each answer must be at least 3 sentences in length.

· Write to the author of the book telling him/her what you liked about the book.  Your letter must be at least one full side of a sheet of paper (15-20 sentences minimum).

· Draw a scene from the book.  This must not be a picture which is already illustrated in the book or on the front cover.  You must include a 10-15 sentence description of your scene and its importance in the book.

· Compare two stories that you have read.  You must give examples and specific evidence related to the characters, setting, mood and problem.  This must be written in paragraph form (no Venn Diagrams) and must be a minimum of 15-20 sentences.
· Don’t like these ideas?  Come and talk to me about a way that you can demonstrate your learning!

**If any student has a concern about the book that they are reading, please feel free to discuss this with me.  Avoid using generic adjectives “it was good” “it was funny” “it was cool” as that does not tell me that you have read the material.**
